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Evropsky projekt:

Inclusive Dance and Movement practice, the
trensferable skills of the dance artist

Projekt je zaméFen na prenos dovednosti z tane€ni a pohybové praxe a jejich kreativni
vyuziti i v oblastech mimo uméleckou sféru, jako napf. ve zdravotnictvi, architekture,
méstské zdstavbé &i v oblasti lidskych zdroju.

Nasim cilem je zacit studenty co nejdrfive pfipravovat na jejich budouci profesiondalni
kariéru a co nejvice rozsitit pole plsobnosti, kde mohou uplatnit dovednosti ziskané pfi
studiu tance, coz povede ke zvySeni jejich zaméstnanosti. V rdmci projekiu povedeme
studenty k vétsi podnikavosti, zamérime se na vzdélavani v oblasti informacnich a
komunikaénich technologii a budeme rozvijet jejich schopnosti a kompetence tak, aby si
kazdy jednotlivec v budoucnosti dokazal kreativné vytvofit svou vlastni pracovni pfilezitost.
Koneénym cilem projektu je nové definovat vizi téla v ramci tance a pfijit s novym
pfistupem v taneé¢nim vzdéldvani pomoci prepracovanych studijnich pland. Ty budou
zaméreny na dovednosti tanecénikd, které jsou rovnéz aplikovatelné i v jinych oblastech
mimo tanedni sféru a kieré nabizeji kreativni odpovédi na konkrétni potfeby ostatnich
oblasti lidské €innosti.

Projekt se zamérfi na ndsledujici dovednosti, aplikovatelné i v jinych oblastech:

e Piehodnoceni téla
- pfrenos somatickych dovednosti taneénika mimo tanecni sféru do oblasti terapie
nebo zdravotnické péce.

e Prehodnoceni prostoru
- vyuziti prostorovych a socidlnich dovednosti tane¢nika ke zlepSeni kvality
verejného prostoru a zvySeni socidlni soudrznosti v méné rozvinutych &tvrtich.

e Piehodnoceni kariéry
- zaméreni na to, jakym zplsobem mohou tanecnici rozsitit Skalu svého uplatnéni
a zdroven se aktivné podilet na vzniku novych pracovnich pfilezitosti, napf. vyuzitim
svych socidlnich a komunikativnich dovednosti v oblasti lidskych zdroj.

VSichni tfi hlavni partnefi projektu jsou vedoucimi institucemi v oblasti tane¢niho
vzdélavani jak na své domadci pudé, tak v zahraniéi. Jejich spoleénym cilem je
prepracovdni ucebnich pland tak, aby své studenty pfipravili na prilezitosti i vyzvy, spojené
s jejich budouci kariérou.

Projekt je zaméfen na mezioborovost, napf. tanec a zdravi, tanec a méstsky rozvoj, tanec a
lidské zdroje. Tato dalsi profesiondlni odvétvi maji totiz specifické potfeby, na které mlze
pravé pohyb nabidnout jedinecné odpovédi.



Prvni ze tfi mezioborovych partner, neziskovd pravni organizace DEMOS, je odbornikem
v socidlné umeéleckém a interkulturnim poli kultury, sportu a prace s mladezi. V rdmci
projektu si klade za cil vytvorit otevienéjsi spolecnost, kde jednotlivé vyluéné sektory
vyuzivaji zkuSenosti z oblasti uméni.

Druhy mezioborovy partner, Tilburg Dansstad, spojuje vS§echny ostatni tane¢ni organizace
v Tilburgu a v ramci organizace projektl jako Dance Month nebo Dance Night ziskal
odborné znalosti o tanci na vefejnych mistech.

Tretim mezioborovym partnerem je Konzervator Jana Deyla, jedind vzdéldvaci instituce
svého druhu ve stfedni Evropé nabizejici hudebni vzdélani pro nevidomé, zrakové
postizené, a pro studenty se specifickymi poruchami uceni. V Konzervatori véfi, Ze pohyb
dokdaze zlepsit proces uceni a zvysit sebevédomi studentll. Ostatni partnefi se k této oblasti
pfipoji az v ndvaznosti na obsah intenzivnich vzdéldvacich programd.

V kazdé ze tfi uCastnickych zemi bude spustén Intenzivni vzdéldvaci program za ucelem
vytvoreni a otestovdni nového studijniho programu. Cely program bude zastitovat jeden

z partner(, konkrétné Tanecéni akademie v Tilburgu, a bude spolupracovat se zaméstnanci,
uciteli, studenty a profesiondly ze vSech zuéastnénych instituci, ktefi si navzajem budou
sdélovat a preddvat své vysledky.

Prabézné schize Intenzivniho studijniho programu budou zaznamendvany pomoci
platformy pro nahrdvani a internetové vysilani Mediasite, aby také studenti a ucitelé

z jednotlivych partnerskych instituci mohli pribéh setkdni sledovat ze svych domov( online
a pomoci videokonferenci se na nich podilet a okamzité na pfispévky reagovat a davat
zpétnou vazbu.

Poté kazdy z partner(l integruje vSechny tfi nové vyukové prvky do svého studijniho
programu a bude je ddle rozvijet. Aktivni Sifeni téchto vyukovych prvka do dalSich
tanecnich vzdélavacich instituci, uméleckych instituci a pfibuznych obort bude ddle
rozSifovat jejich dopad.

Dil&i vysledky projektu budou pribézné prezentovdany Evropské lize institutll uméni (ELIA).
Projekt bude dale prezentovdan véem jeho ucastnikiim doprovdzen aktivnimi kroky
(dotazniky apod.) pro ziskdani zpétné vazby.

The project focuses on the transferable skills of dance and movement practice and how
these skills can offer creative answers to needs in other sectors such as health care,
architecture and urban development or human resources.

We want to prepare our students as early as possible for their future professional careers,
enlarge the potential environments where their skills can be applied and increase their
employability. The individual students will need to develop more entrepreneurial skills
allowing them to create their own job opportunities and they need increased ICT-literacy
and competences to support this.

The ultimate objective of the project is to redefine the vision of the body in dance and to
reinvent dance education by developing new curricula that focus on transferable skills
which are also applicable outside of dance as a performing art practice and which offer
creative answers to particular needs of other sectors.

We will focus on the following transferable skills:

Rethinking bodies will focus on the application of the somatic skills of the dancers outside
the field of dance in therapeutic or health care contexts.

Redesigning spaces will focus on the application of the spatial and social skills of dancers
to improve the quality of public places and increase the social cohesion in
underdeveloped neighbourhoods.



Redefining career will focus on how dancers can diversify and pro-actively create their
own job opportunities, for instance how to apply their social and communicative skills
within the field of human resources.

The three core partners are all leading institutions in the field of dance education
nationally and internationally. They share the objective of constantly renewing their
curriculum in order to prepare their students for both the opportunities and challenges of
their future careers.

We will work cross sectorial: for instance dance & health; dance & urban development;
dance & human resources. These other professional fields have particular needs to which
movement practice can offer unique answers.

The first of the three cross sectorial partners DEMOS has expertise in the social artistic
and intercultural field of culture, sports and youth work. With this project, they meet their
objective for a more inclusive society, where the excluded sections of the community are
empowered by inspiring artistic experience.

The second cross-sector partner Tilburg Dansstad includes all other professional dance
organizations in Tilburg and has developed with projects such as the Dance Month and the
Dance Night a particular expertise in dance in public spaces.

The third cross-sector partner, the Jana Deyla Conservatory, is the only education
institution of its kind in Central Europe offering music education to blind and visually
impaired students and students with Specific Learning Disabilities. They believe that
movement practice will enhance the learning and confidence of these students. Other
partners will be added to this in function of the content of the Intensive Study Programmes.

Three Intensive Study Programmes necessary to develop and test the new curriculum will
be held, one in each country, curated by one of the partners at which staff, teachers,
students and professionals of the working field of all the partners will participate to
exchange their best practices.

We will record the sessions of the Intensive Study Programmes with Mediasite, (a system
and platform for recording and webcasting), so that the original sessions can also be
followed by groups of students and teachers of the different partner organizations at home
with live stream, allowing them to participate and give real time feedback on them using
video conferencing. Part of the recordings of the live stream will be used as the video
content for the Learning Units that will distributed as open courseware. The main
intellectual output of the project will be the open courseware; consisting of three
interrelated Learning Units of 40 hours of study load

Afterwards each partner will integrate all three Learning Units in to their curricula, and
look for means to continue to develop them. The active dissemination of the Learning Units
as open courseware to other dance education institutes, arts institutes and related sectors
will further enlarge the impact.

At different stages of its development the project will be presented to the European
League of Institutes of the Arts (ELIA). The project will be presented to all members,
accompanied by explicit actions (such as questionnaires) to obtain feedback.
